British films are admired by people all around the world for their entertainment and educational values.

If you take a look back into the history of British films you would notice that the British film industry has

definitely come a long way! The United Kingdom always had a significant film industry back more than a
hundred years now.

The Britishfimpr oducti on reached its zenith in the year 1
during the war years of the Forties. During this period, renowned British directors such as Michael Powell,

Carol Reed, Sydney and Muriel Box and David Lean made some of their best works.

When people think about some of the most successful movies, they usually have the American cinema in

mind but two of the highest grossing film series, Harry Potter and James Bond originated from the British

film industry! In fact, someofthe wor | d6s best actors are also Briti
Michael Caine and Archibald Alexander Leach i.e. Cary Grant.

Just as Hollywood has the Oscars in case someone performs well and manages to wow the audience, so

also British films receive the BAFTA (British Academy of Film and Television Arts) award. These awards

are considered to be on the same page as the Oscars and are equally as prestigious.

Two Guys make a camera

Taking a look at the history of British Film, the very first moving picture was shot in the year 1888 by Louis

Le Prince in Leeds. This was later developed on celluloid film created in Hyde Park London by William

Friese Greene a year later. He also patented the process later in 1890 and the rest, as they all say, is

history!

When it comes to the history of the film industry in the UK, the names Birt Acres and Robert W. Paul

would definitely appear because they were the first people to construct and operate a working 35mm

camera in Britain! The duo also created a movie calle dIncdident at Clovelly Cottaged6 i n 1895. T
movie was the first British film ever made to tell a story and unfortunately the last project of the duo

because they fell out over the patent of the camera.

Before the twentieth century, the British films that were produced were more or less like every day events.
However, during the early twentieth century, the British film industry witnessed a host of narrative short
films that consisted mainly of mel odDaimplbaylight movi es

This was the first color film made after the war and starred Stanley

Holloway, George Relph and John Gregson: about a small community striving to keep their small rail line

open in spite of the government's efforts to close it.

Then it was The V.I.P.s starring Margaret Rutherford (she won the 1964 Academy Award for Best

Supporting Role) with Elizabeth something and Richard something (!) but a young Maggie Smith shined
through. Dame Rutherford will also be remembered for her many Jane Marple roles often imitated but

never equaled by Angela Lansbury.
