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Prince George's official christening photos released 

 

Prince William, Kate, Duchess of Cambridge and Prince George are photographed in the Morning Room at 

Clarence House in London on Oct. 23, 2013 on the day of Prince Georgeôs christening.  

Queen Elizabeth II posed with her three heirs-her son Prince Charles, grandson Prince William and great-

grandson George. This marks the first time in 120 years that such a photo has been taken. The last time a sitting 

monarch was alive with three direct heirs was Queen Victoria.  
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Buckingham Palace Damaged During UK St. Jude Storm 
Buckingham Palace appeared to suffer some minor damage during the massive St. Jude mega storm 

that slammed southern England on Sunday night and Monday morning. (October 27,28) 

The palace was damaged due to the high winds spawned by the storm, according to the Express 

publication. Several plates were torn off the Buckingham Palace roof. Two windows were cracked 

and debris was blown from trees located on palace property, said a spokesperson with the palace. It 

is unclear if any other damage was done to the palace, which is the official London residence of 

Queen Elizabeth II.

According to The Associated Press, at least four people were killed in the U.K. due to the storm. 

More than 270,000 people lost power. (100,000 of those were in East Anglia) 

¶ In the heart of London, a crane collapsed on to the 
roof of the Cabinet Office, causing the closure of 
Whitehall between Parliament Square and Horse 
Guards Avenue. 

¶ BBC forecasters say the storm has now ended in the 
UK, but gale-force winds and heavy rain have 
caused disruption across southern Britain. 

¶ A man and a woman have been found dead at a 
house in Hounslow, west London, following a 
suspected gas explosion caused by a falling tree. 

¶ A teenager died after a tree fell on the mobile home where she was sleeping in Kent, and a 
man in his 50s was killed when a tree landed on a car in Watford. 

¶ Network Rail says the damage has been "worse than expected", with more than 100 trees on 
the lines, but some train services have resumed. 

¶ About 600,000 homes lost power during at the height of the storm, 200,000 of which are still 
cut off. The strongest gust of 99mph (159km/h) was recorded on the Isle of Wight. 

¶ The Dungeness B nuclear power station in Kent is using diesel generators to power its site 
after both reactors shut down automatically due to a power cut.

“It is too early to comment on the 
extent of the damage, however, 

early indications are that St Jude's is not as bad as the 1990 or the 1987 UK storms which cost 
the UK insurance industry £3.4bn and £2bn respectively,” said insurance rep. 
 

The storm has been named St Jude after the patron saint of lost causes, whose feast day is on 
Monday, October 28th.
